Comic Strip Activity

To demonstrate an understanding of literature read

1. Read the required book for your grade level.

Make your project large enough so that it can
be easily read when it is displayed on the cork strips outside the
classrooms. You may want to use sturdy paper such as poster
board so that it will stand up when on display.

3. Your comic should include your name as well as the book title and
author. Your comic should describe the characters in some way
and summarize the main points of the story.

4. Bring in your project the first two weeks of school.
